This week’s value for PBL is
INTEGRITY. This is the value which
is most difficult for our students to
grasp but probably the most important
because this value is the vehicle by
which we measure our own worth. At
its core integrity is what you have
when you stay true to your own values
no matter what the pressure to change
or conform might be. Integrity is the
hardest value to maintain and requires
constant vigilance. People feel good
about themselves when they know
they done a good job and that they
didn’t compromise on what they
believe to be right. On the other hand,
people who do the wrong thing
knowingly can never quite seem to get
that feeling of self worth.

To a child, integrity means that we do
the right thing, even when no one is
watching. The measure of integrity for
our children is how they feel about
themselves; do they see themselves as
good or not so good. I am proud to say
that last week I had the privilege of
spending time in classrooms full of
students who worked hard, even when
it was tough. I heard stories of great
sportsmanship  from our young
athletes, even when they were not
winning. | saw students taking the time
to clean up our playground, even
though they didn’t make the mess. All
of these acts by students of our school
show me that our school is full of stu-
dents with integrity. This makes me
proud and I hope it makes all our
families proud too.
